Ask your child to design their own Easter egg and hide
it somewhere in the house or garden.

Then ask them to write a sentence giving a clue about
where the egg is hidden. Give the clue to a member of
your family and see if they can find it!

Remind your child to include their sounds, finger
spaces and a full stop.
