Activity 3 

Parents
The children have been focusing on adding the –ed suffix to verbs. We use the –ed suffix when we are writing/ talking about things that we did in the past, not the present.
Remind the children that verbs are words which describe an action. These are “doing” verbs. We help children recognise verbs by asking them if we can act them out. For example, “Can you show me walking? Yes! walk is a verb. Can you show me yellow? No yellow is not a verb.”
