How many sisters does Cat have? 

How does Cat feel when she gets to school? 

What does Cat do to get some quiet? 

Why was it not quiet in the hall? 

 

 Pause at page 11. 

Why was it noisy in the playground? 

Did being small help Cat? Re-read the sentence that tells you the answer to this 

question. 

 

 Finish book. 

What did Cat decide to do after dinner? 

How do you think Cat is feeling when her mother tells them it is time for bed? 

(Discuss different adjectives that could describe how she is feeling.) 

Why was the house loud again at the end of the story? 

 

Extra ideas: 

 Can you write some instructions for Cat to help her find some peace and quiet? 

 Can you write down a list of all the noisy things you can think of? 

 Can you write a different ending for the story? Maybe Cat goes somewhere else to find quiet?
