Year 2 Spring 2 Curriculum letter 
Dear Parents / Guardians,





Friday 28th February 

Welcome back to everyone after the half term break! We hope the children enjoyed their Great Fire of London workshop, where they re-enacted the Great Fire of London and took part in hands-on activities, such as bread baking. Throughout this topic, the children will learn about the key dates and events that took place during the Great Fire of London. The children will ask historical questions, learn about chronology, and discuss why the fire was so tricky to control. We look forward to sharing some of their learning with you on Friday 4th April at 9:00am. (They will be performing some different songs). 
English
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They will write a diary entry, like Samuel Pepys, and become news reporters for the Shirley Times. To support your child in their learning, you could discuss features of different writing genres, e.g. in a newspaper report, there are headings and captions, and in a diary, you will have important dates and times and explain how you might be feeling at different points.                                                                              
Phonics

In phonics, the children will be learning how to use an apostrophe to show possession and how an apostrophe is used to write contracted words, e.g. didn’t. They will be learning about key homophones, such as ‘there’, ‘their’ and ‘they’re’.  
Spellings 
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We will not be doing a spelling test, but please can you continue practising spelling these key words at home. You could also encourage them to write the word in a range of sentences.  
Mathematics 
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In mathematics, the children will be learning to tell the time to quarter past and quarter to the hour on an analogue and a digital clock.  If they have mastered this, they will learn to tell the time to 5 minute intervals. To support your child at home you can take note of the time you carry out activities, e.g tea-time, bed-time etc. They will also consolidate their addition and subtraction knowledge and explore how they can use their inverse knowledge to check calculations. e.g. I know 23 + 24 is 47 because 47-23 = 24. 
Reading 
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Please continue to read with your child at least 4 times per week. We will be seeing if your little one is ready to move to the next colour in week 3-5, of this half term. In the diary we will share their next steps for you to work on at home. 
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Wider curriculum

In science, we will be looking at different materials and their properties. During this, we will be predicting, carrying out experiments and recording our results. 
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In PE, the children will perform a dance sequence telling the story of ‘The Great Fire of London’. The children will be encouraged to use great facial expressions and create different shapes to portray the feelings of the people.

As there are often changes to the timetable, can your child please have their PE kit in school every day.
Library books
The children will change their library books on alternate weeks. This will start in Week 2 of this half term.  Year 2 will visit the library on a Tuesday.
